Known Limitations
· Clients running Red Hat 7.1 with medium or high security firewall installed cannot use the NFS service.
Known Problems

· Some web pages show or operate abnormally in Netscape 6.x under MacOS.
· Cannot copy files from CD-ROM to network share through web file manager under MacOS.
· File transfer through network neighborhood will be stopped while changing the language setting.
· Some system setting changes may not be saved if the system suffers from sudden power outage.
· If PC-cillin 2000 is installed on the system, it may sometimes cause abnormal operations of web file manager and web administration.

· On system running Windows 2000 with Service Pack 2 installed or using Internet Explorer version 5.00.3315.1000, it will not be able to upload files using web file manager. Please use Microsoft Internet Explorer version 5.50 or greater.
Fixed Problems

· Unstable network connection speed.
· Network access authorization failure.
· Detection error for disk volume status.
· Improper display of file name and data in Western European encoding.
· Inability to edit or remove remote replication job when the job name contains space ( ).
· Improper display of network drives in web file manager when the drive number exceeds 256.
New Functions

· Auto-detection of disk volume status after system is turned on.
· Supports NFS V3.
· Supports NTP function.
· Ability to Convert to Journal File System.
· Supports multiple user creation (up to 1,024).
