1. Introduction

Physical Details

Front Panel LEDs

Status On - Error condition.
Off - Normal operation.
Blinking - This LED blinks during start up, or
when the Firmware is being upgraded.
Power On - Normal operation.
Off - No power
LAN On - The LAN (Ethernet) port is active.
Off - No active connection on the LAN (Ethernet)
port.

Antenna One antenna (aerial) is supplied. Best results are
usually obtained with the antennaiin a vertical
position.

Reset Button | This button has two (2) functions:

Reboot. When pressed and released, the Wireless
Access Point will reboot (restart).

Reset to Factory Defaults. This button can also
be used to clear ALL data and restore ALL
settings to the factory default values, as follows:

1. Power Off the Access Point.

2. Hold the Reset Button down while you
Power On the Access Point.

3. Continue holding the Reset Button until the
Status (Red) LED blinks TWICE.

4. Releasethe Reset Button.

The factory default configuration has now been
restored, and the Access Point is ready for use.

Ethernet Use astandard LAN cable (RJ45 connectors) to
connect this port to a 10BaseT or 100BaseT hub
on your LAN.

Power port |Connect the supplied power adapter here.

2. Installation

1. Select asuitable location for the installation of your
Wireless Access Point. To maximize reliability and
performance, follow these guidelines:

Use an elevated location, such as wall mounted or on
the top of acubicle.

Place the Wireless Access Point near the center of
your wireless coverage area.

If possible, ensure there are no thick walls or metal
shielding between the Wireless Access Point and
Wireless stations.

2. Useastandard LAN cable to connect the “ Ethernet” port
on the Wireless Access Point to a 10/100BaseT hub on
your LAN.

3. Connect the supplied power adapter to the Wireless
Access Point and a convenient power outlet, and power up.

To use PoE (Power over Ethernet), the WAP — 0005 should be
connected as shown below, rather than using steps 2 and 3
above.

4. Check the LEDs:
The Status LED should flash, then turn OFF.

The Power, WirelessLAN, and LAN LEDs should
be ON.

3. Access Point Setup

A simple Windows setup utility is supplied on the CD-ROM.
This utility can be used to assign a suitable |P address to the
Wireless Access Point. Using this utility is recommended,
because it can locate the Wireless Access Point even if it has an
invalid IP address.

Utility Installation

1. Insert the supplied CD-ROM in your drive.

2. If the utility does not start automatically, run the SETUP
program in the root folder.

3. Follow the prompts to complete the installation.
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Main Screen

Start the program by using the icon created by the setup
program.

When run, the program searches the network for al active
Wireless Access Points, then lists them on screen, as
shown by the example below.
